Minutes of Annual Meeting

The Annual Meeting of the South Dakota High School Baseball Association was called to order by President Brad Schramm at 2:00 PM December 5, 2004 at the Chamberlain High School.

President Schramm provided membership a summary of the Annual Report of Activities.  

I. Annual Report of Activities

1. The SDHSBA achieved incorporation during the past year.  The transfer of governance

    of high school spring baseball from the Sioux Empire Baseball Association to the 

    SDHSBA has been very positive.  Some 30 teams have submitted registration 

    materials for 2005 and it is anticipated approximately 40 plus teams will field teams.

2. Coaches Clinic – Annual SDHSBA Coaches Clinic will be held on January 29th, 2005

    at the Ramkota Motel in Sioux Falls, SD.  The Association has requested that Lyle 

    Smith, Executive Director of SEBA organize the clinic.  Mr. Smith briefed attending

    membership of scheduled clinicians and format.

3. State Tournaments – President Schramm reviewed the Class A and B State  

    Tournaments.  Tournaments were a success for organizers in Chamberlain (Class B)

    and Brookings (Class A).

4.  All Star Game – Initial All Star Game was well received by participants.  The event 

      needs to be financially solvent.

II. Review of Changes for 2005
President Schramm informed membership of the following revisions of the Administrative Manual for 2005.

1) Pitching Limit – Complete Rule Can Be Found on Page 10 of the Administrative 

    Manual.  Key changes in 2005.

    Fourteen (14) innings will be the maximum total innings a pitcher may pitch in 

    any consecutive seven (7) day period.

   a) A pitcher may not pitch more than a total of seven innings in any one day 

       or on two consecutive days. The seventh inning must be followed by four (4) 

       days of rest.

   b. If a pitcher pitches on any two consecutive days with the combined total fewer

       than five innings, he will follow with two days off for rest.

2) Certified Umpires

    In 2005, a minimum of two certified umpires are required for scheduled games

    in the South Dakota High School Baseball League

3) Tournament Seeding

     For the 2005 Regional Tournaments, once the initial seeding of teams has been

     conducted, the Regional Tournaments will then play the brackets out to 

     conclusion. The practice of having the highest seeded team playing the lowest 

     seed after the first round will not be utilized.

4) Call for Bids to Host State Tournament/All Star Game

     A call for bids for State Tournament was extended to membership.  State Tournament 

     site selection process was reviewed.  Bid process begins January 1st with February 1, 

    2005 as the deadline for bids to be received by the SDHSBA Office.

III. Election of Board of Directors

President Schramm submitted to the membership an official ballot for the 2005 Board of Directors.  Prior to vote, a call for additional nominations was held.  The following individuals were selected to the SDHSBA Board of Directors:
